SDCL 1-25-2 (1) Personnel, (3) Legal, (4) Contracts or Litigation, or (6) Public Safety.

Official action concerning the matters pursuant to this section shall be made at an open official meeting. An
executive or closed meeting must be held only upon a majority vote of the members of the public body
present and voting, and discussion during the closed meeting is restricted to the purpose specified in the
closure motion.

Motion in SDCL 1-25-1 or this section prevents an executive or closed meeting if the federal or state
Constitution or the federal or state statutes require or permit it.

Allows a majority of the body present to vote to close a meeting when discussion revolves around 1)
personnel, 3) legal matters, 4) contract negotiations, 5) meetings may also be closed for certain economic
development matters marketing or pricing strategies (SDCL 9-34-19). Itis the policy (2.11) of the governing
board to recess into executive session to discuss personnel issues such as employee qualifications,
competence, performance, and character or fitness.
