B. Men’s Prison Primer and Update
1. SD Corrections Commission meeting in Aug 2012 identified 

for a new men’s prison in the next 10 years.
a. MDSP population was 1,236

b. From 1980 to 2012, men’s population grew 500% (600 to 3,600)

2. IN FY24, MDSP average daily capacity was 113% (1,088).  
System wide was overcapacity by 919 inmates.

3. Presented plan.  
a. Build new men’s prison in Lincoln County for 1,584 Level IV 

inmates.  

b. Decommission SD State Penitentiary for loss of 426 beds (2024 
ADP was 775, 182% of capacity)

c. MDSP overcrowding reduced, expected to operate at 95% 
capacity (913 inmates)

4. New men’s prison proposed in 2021. The process.

a. SB144 (2022): Created Incarceration Fund
b. Five bills in 2022/23/24 added money to the funds and authorized 

certain acquisition and site preparation work.
c. HB10125 (2025):  Authorize remaining funds and approve construction

1) Needed 2/3rds vote.  Downgraded to funds only, needed 51%.
2) Defeated in full House on split vote.  

d. SB124(2025):Establish Incarceration Task Force defeated in Senate 
e. Executive Order 2025-01, Created Project Prison Reset Task Force

a. “They are closing the wrong prison”, Former Chief Warden Doug Weber 

arguing MDSP should be closed and rebuilt elsewhere instead of MDSP
b. MDSP is the states most efficient and best operated facility.  SOC to JCA,
