Callto Order as Board of Equalization

The local board of equalization has the duty to hear and decide appeals within five days. Each board
action must be included in the minutes. The board has the authority to equalize assessments between
individual parcels of property but does not have the authority to change the level of assessments between
classes of property. Any appeals not resolved by the local board are considered as no change, and
the property owner has the ability to appeal on to the next board. The local board of equalization does not
have the authority to hear appeals on owner-occupied status. They may inform the Director of
Equalization of errors in owner-occupied status. The local board does not have the authority to correct or
change the level of assessment of property types. Itis the dutyy of the board to certify the accuracy of the
assessment roll and deliver it to the director of equalization on or before the fourth Monday in March
(March 24, 2025), along with a copy of the minutes and all completed PT17 forms. A written notice must
be sent within seven days of adjournment to each appellant on the board's decision of his/her appeal
(March 28, 2025). The director of equalization has the right to appeal any decision, it is his/her
responsibility to notify the property owner, local board and county auditor by submitting the appropriate
form by April 15, 2025.
