REGULAR MEETING OF BRULE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

April 7, 2022



The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  Carson, Nesladek, DeBoer, Mairose and Dozark.  Also present:  Dedrich Koch, Deputy States Attorney and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.  No Conflicts of Interest were noted and no Public Comments.
APPROVE MINUTES


Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to approve the minutes of 3-17-2022 minutes. 
All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
DISTRICT III PLANNING & ZONING

Greg Henderson, District III Executive Director, reviewed the 2021 Performance Report on projects completed and pending for Brule County.  Henderson advised that they also have money available for small business expansion or the creation of new businesses.  

PERSONNEL


Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to hire Jayde Bettelyoun and Karalynn Yost effective March 28, 2022 and Stephenie Parker effective April 1, 2022 at $19.00/hour (.50 less during probationary period).  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  


Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to table hiring an intern for the States Attorney Office.  A first year law student asked to work for the States Attorney – 20 hours volunteered and 20 hours at a rate of $14.50/hour in the months of June and July.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

TUCKPOINTING BIDS


Two bids were received for Tuckpointing the Courthouse:  Doug Foley Construction and Skustad Tuckpointing.  Auditor Petrak had researched the bids – Foley Construction – tuckpoint entire building and around windows; Skustad indicated that it was just going to tuckpoint the areas that needed repair.  Due to the difference in the cost of the two bids, Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to table awarding the bids until more information could be obtained regarding the bids.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

OVERLAY BIDS


Only one bid was received for the overlay project south of Chamberlain.  Commercial Asphalt at $654,588 for a five mile area.  Commercial Asphalt bid $654,688 (6,356 tons at $103/ton).  Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Nesladek seconded to accept Commercial Asphalt’s bid to put a 1.5” overlay on 2 miles of 344th Avenue and 3 miles on 259th Street, south of Chamberlain.  The work needs to be completed between the dates of May 2 and September 15, 2022.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.    

CANCEL OUTSTANDING CHECKS


Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to cancel 2008 – 2015 outstanding checks in the amount of $433.88.  List is on file in the auditor’s office.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

EXECUTIVE SESSION


Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to enter executive session at 10:42 am to discuss legal matters.  Executive Session declared over at 10:56 am.  Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to allow the Deputy States Attorney Dedrich Koch to offer a settlement to Avera Queen of Peace Hospital, regarding 13 pending poor relief claims.   Koch wants to offer a payment of $24,188.13 on 4 accounts and dismiss the remainder, due to the age of the claims and individuals are unable to be located for depositions.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
