Also present:  Dedrich Koch, Deputy States Attorney and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.  No Conflicts of Interest were noted and no Public Comments.
APPROVE MINUTES

TRAIN THE TRAINER - CDL

JAIL FACILITY UPDATE


Sheriff Darrell Miller gave the Board an update on the Jail Facility.  Three individuals were hired as jailers and Paul Schueth has been training the employees along with the employees doing maintenance and inventorying items until the jail can be opened up again.  Two move individuals are going to be interviewed in the upcoming week and if both of them are hired the jail can be reopened and the new employees will be trained by the current employees.  
911 COMPLAINT


A Brule County resident submitted a letter complaining that when they called 911 and requested assistance for a fire at their residence, no one paged out the Fire Department.  In researching the call the 911 Coordinators were unable to determine which 911 center that the cellphone called.  It did not go to Winner 911 or Mitchell 911 Center and Ft. Thompson 911 Center does not log or record calls so unable to know if it went there or not.  Further research is going to be done to see what the problem was.
