The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  Carson, Nesladek, DeBoer, Mairose and Dozark.  Also present:  Theresa Maule Rossow, States Attorney and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.  No Conflicts of Interest were noted and no Public Comments.
APPROVE MINUTES

COUNTY INSURANCE


South Dakota Public Assurance Alliance presented a quote to the Commissioners for liability and property insurance for Brule County as our current insurance will not renew our policy due to the number of losses claimed on the policy.  Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to accept the quote of $46,715.00 for $2,000,000 coverage and 2 year retroactive coverage of $12,629.53 (a one-time fee) effective June 1, 2022. HIGHWAY REPORT


Highway Superintendent Michael Schlaffman advised that Core Engineering had sent a quote to bore holes in 367th Avenue between 244th Street and 250th Street to determine the pavement thickness/condition and subgrade bearing capacity.  The quote was for $10,701.50 for 33 bore holes and evaluation of the boring samples.  Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Nesladek seconded to accept the proposal to understand what is going on that section of road and how best to repair it.  All members voted aye.
