REGULAR MEETING OF BRULE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

October 6, 2022



The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  Nesladek, Carson, Mairose, Dozark and DeBoer.  Also present:  Dedrich Koch, Deputy States Attorney and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.  No Public Comments or Conflicts of Interest were noted.
APPROVE MINUTES


Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to approve the minutes of 9-15-22 minutes.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
HIGHWAY 5 YEAR PLAN

No one attended.

Jen Konechne and Mike Schlaffman, Highway Superintendent presented the five-year plan to the Board, listing the upcoming road projects, estimated cost and projected revenue to complete the projects.  The five-year plan is also submitted to the State to comply with regulations for application to State for assistance in Bridge Improvements.  A brief question and answer period followed the presentation of the five-year plan.  

Highway Superintendent Mike Schlaffman advised that Conrad Balster would like to see the minimum maintenance sign on 361st Avenue north of his residence removed as he is concerned that the road will not be maintained with that sign in place.  Schlaffman advised that maintenance is done on the road when they are in the area and he wants the sign to remain due to the low traffic count on the road and the soft shoulders in that section of roadway.  Commissioners agreed to leave the sign and to continue as in the past on the maintenance of the road.  

BRIDGE RESOLUTION

Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to adopt the following resolution to delete a bridge from the National Bridge Inventory:  Structure ID 08-240-059 7.1 North and 1.5 miles west of Kimball in Lyon Township.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
PERSONNEL


Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to hire Kaiden White Bear as Deputy Sheriff effective 9-26-2022 at $20.00/hour (.50 less during probation).  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Commissioner DeBoer moved Commissioner Mairose seconded to increase Tammy James wage .50 as she has passed her probationary period effective 10-5-2022.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
TAX DEED/ABATMENT

The Brule County Treasurer advised that she had completed tax deed proceedings on the following property in Kimball, SD:  Lot 1 & 2 Ex W 25’ of Lot 2, Blk 12, Original Kimball, Brule County, SD   Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to accept the tax deed certificate.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.     


Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to abate the taxes, penalties and special assessment of $2,060.13, for the years 2017 – 2022.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

COUNTY PROPERTY


Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to declare the following County property surplus and sell the property via sealed bids:  Outlot 8 Sanitarium Addition, Chamberlain, SD (.54 acres).  Minimum bid $500.00.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
AMERICAN RESCUE PLAN


Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to move $109,484.53 from the American Rescue Plan fund to the General Fund for salaries and wages for the Courthouse personnel, Sheriff, Jail and to the Road & Bridge Fund for Highway Workers salaries and wages.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

LOCAL ASSISTANCE AND TRIBAL CONSISTENCY FUND


The US Department of the Treasury launched the Local Assistance and Tribal Consistency Fund for all eligible revenue sharing counties.  The American Rescue Plan appropriated the to be distributed to Counties and Tribal Governments.  Brule County is eligible to receive $100,000.00 in two installments; $50,000 in 2022 and an additional $50,000 in January, 2023.  
DRAINAGE PERMIT


Brad Thompson has applied for a drainage permit to install drainage tile in Section 8 and 9 of Pukwana Township.  Gridline Tile of White Lake is the installer of the drainage tile.  The downstream landowners have been approached and signed off on the project.  Per the Brule County Drainage Ordinance landowners ½ mile upstream from the project also need to sign off.  Due to the large number of landowners north of 245th Street a public hearing will be held on November 3, 2022 at 10:00 am for any upstream landowners to attend and voice their opposition or approval of the project.  Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to approve the drainage project if the upstream landowners were not in opposition.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
JOHNSON CONTROL SOFTWARE UPGRADE


Johnson Control advised that the current software that runs the heating and cooling of the Courthouse is very outdated and should be updated.  The current software is a 6.0 Metasys and two quotes were presented to the commissioners:  Upgrade to the 9.1 Metasys which includes security software for protection from computer hacks, etc for $3,528.00 or Replace the entire engine with 12.0 version Metasys for $4,999.00.  Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to install the 12.0 version for $4,999.00.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.   

CENTRAL SQUARE LICENSE FEE


Mark Bilben, Deputy Sheriff presented a change order for the laptops that were purchased for the law enforcement vehicles in 2021for CAD PS Pro Core License and an upgrade to the server for more functions to work on the laptops in the vehicles.  The one-time fee for the license is $15,526.88.  The fee will be divided by 9 computers and each entity will pay $1,725.21 per computer that is owned by their entity.  Brule County and City of Chamberlain each have 4 computers at a cost of $6,900.84 and Kimball Police Department 1 computer.  
The annual maintenance fee will be $2,460.98 payable the same way as the original license.  Bilben advised that the City of Kimball and City of Chamberlain approved the fee.  Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to approve the purchase of the additional license.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
TRAVEL REQUEST 


Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to approve Jen Konechne attend a training in Pierre October 27, 2022 in regards to preliminary damage assessment for the State and FEMA during a declared disaster.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to enter executive session at 11:26 am to discuss personnel issues.  Executive session declared over at 11:50 am.  No action taken.
