The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  Carson, Mairose, Dozark, DeBoer and Swanson.  Also present:  Theresa Maule Rossow, States Attorney, Dedrich Koch, Deputy States Attorney and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.   No conflicts of interest or public comments were noted.
APPROVE MINUTES


Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to approve the minutes of 1-3-2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
DRAINAGE ORDINANCE REPEAL


The second reading of Ordinance 2022 – 1; an ordinance to repeal the drainage ordinance 2015-1 was held.  Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to adopt the following ordinance:

An Ordinance to Repeal Drainage Ordinance #2015-1
WHEREAS, Brule County passed an Ordinance Number 2015-1 establishing rules and procedures for water drainage projects in Brule County: and

WHEREAS, State statutes adequately set forth regulations concerning water drainage requirements and said Ordinance is redundant and unnecessary; then and therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BRULE COUNTY COMMISSION AS FOLLOWS:  Brule County Ordinance Number 2015-1 is hereby repealed in full.

Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to automatically supplement the Sheriff’s Office Budget $6,900.84 from the City of Chamberlain for the laptop software upgrade.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
PERSONNEL 

Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to Catherine Morgan to help in the States Attorney’s Office Feb 17 – 28, 2023 at $15.00/hour, while Megan Johnson is on vacation.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to hire Daphne Cottier as a Jailer effective January 6, 2023 at $19.00/hour (.50 less during probation).  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to increase Kaiden White Bear’s wage .50/hour as he has passed his probationary period ($20.00) effective December 26, 2022.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

STATES ATTORNEY OFFICE


States Attorney Theresa Maule Rossow advised that she has several felony cases to prosecute and that her workload is increasing.  Maule Rossow advised that she has been trying to contact the Attorney General’s Office to see if their office would assist in prosecuting the cases, with no response and also trying to find an attorney that would work part time as her deputy to help with other cases so that she can dedicate her time to the felonies, however, she is not having any luck in that department either.  A discussion was held on what her office is in need of and Maule Rossow was to present some different proposals to the Commission at a later date regarding the need for a full time deputy, costs involved, etc to make a more informed decision.  


Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to write a letter of support for the States Attorney to submit to the Attorney General’s Office for assistance in trying some of the felony cases.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
