AURORA COUNTY COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS
April 6, 2023

The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM by Chairman Clyde Dethlefsen, with Randy Niles, Roger Hanten, John Paul Studeny, and Travis Clark present.                         


The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

There was no public input.  

 
A motion was made by Studeny, seconded by Clark to approve the agenda.  Motion carried all voting aye.    


A motion was made by Clark, seconded by Niles to approve the minutes of the March 16th regular meeting.  Motion carried all voting aye.

Highway superintendent Doug Vissa and secretary Nancy Beckman were present for the highway report.

A motion was made by Clark, seconded by Niles to accept the 4-month quote for #2 diesel from Total Oil at $3.20 and the 4-month quote for propane from Brooks Oil at $1.50.  Motion carried all voting aye.    


Highway superintendent Vissia reported the fan went out in the heater at the Stickney shop.  Doug stated he can get a fan motor for $300 rather than purchasing a whole new heater for $2,200.  The Commission authorized him to get the fan motor replaced.  


Commissioner Niles informed the Board the individual in Storla who has a push blade does not want to sell it, so the County will keep looking for one to put on the 4-wheeler.  Federal Surplus in Huron has one, said Doug, it is just under a snow bank. 


Superintendent Vissia reported the County did not receive any BIG grants this year for any of our bridges.  


Highway secretary Beckman informed the Commission of a letter the County received from Donna Rogers authorizing Carl Hauert to erect a sign to give directions to Dudley Cemetery.  Nancy stated she called Donna and directed her to send a letter to the township since it is a township road and to get permission from them to erect it.  Nancy also told her to make sure to keep it off the state right-of -way or get permission from the state.  

The County purchased over-size rock from Gerrit Overweg a while back and does not have all of it hauled.  The Commission directed highway superintendent Vissia to get the rest of it hauled as soon as they can.  


Bids for a year supply of Venue Herbicide were opened pursuant to the bid notice that was published.  The following bid was received:

A motion was made by Clark, seconded by Studeny to approve the quote from Nutrien Solutions.  Motion carried

all voting aye.  


A motion was made by Studeny, seconded by Niles to enter into executive session with states attorney Rachel Mairose and welfare director Ashley Howard as per SDCL 1-25-2 (3) at 10:10 AM.  Motion carried all voting aye.  The chairman declared the commission out of executive session at 10:31 AM.  A motion was made by Clark, seconded by Studeny to pay Avera Heart Hospital 29,855.55 and Avera St. Luke’s $7,320.79 for indigent care cases #229-10302017M, #228-09272017M; and #227-08182017M.  Motion carried all voting aye.  The commission directed a re-payment plan be set up for the individual. 


Sheriff Roman Briggs reported all the equipment for the new sheriff’s pickup is here and should be ready to go soon.  The new Explorer still needs a set of brackets for the lights and then that will be ready as well.  Discussion was held on what to do with the Chevy Tahoe’s that will be replaced with the new vehicles.  It was the consensus of the Board to surplus them at a later date when the other two vehicles are ready to go.  Sheriff Briggs noted that he has other items that he needs to get rid of as well.  The commission talked about holding a surplus auction this summer.  The Auditor was directed to get in touch with the City of Plankinton to see if they have any items they would like to sell and send a memo out to all the county departments and have them prepare a list of items they need to surplus as well.  


Sheriff Briggs reported Deputy Kyle Lewis will have completed his first year of employment on April 13, 2023.  As per the work incentive in the employment contract, a motion was made by Studeny, seconded by Hanten to pay Kyle Lewis $2,080.00 with the April payroll.  Motion carried all voting aye.  


Via phone, a representative from Certified Payments by Deluxe discussed setting up a payment system with the county.  He stated there is no start up fee or monthly fees.  There would be no cost to the county unless we used the advanced technology devices.  Treasurer Andrea Pryor asked about the cost of the card slide charges and what it would cost the customers who use it.  After comparing the Certified Payments system with the card system we currently have, the county opted to stay with card machine we have now.
