The board discussed the swimming pool and summer help. We will continue to accept applications until April 28, 2023. 
The board reviewed the 2022 water report.  On a motion by c. Kleinsasser, seconded by Swartz, the board approved the report.  A copy can be found at city hall. 

  
A two inch water meter will be ordered to replace the meter at the swimming pool,

The water, ceiling and roof repair have been completed at City Hall.

Gravel will be ordered for street repair when frost has gone from ground.
Railroad right of way maintenance was discussed and we are waiting from response from PRC&E.

The city only has one working riding lawn mower.  Jim will check with Surplus and other outlets to get a price, with a decision being made next month.

Malt liquor licenses were presented to the board.  No changes will be made, so R & B and Cenex will get renewal licenses.

Letters for lawn and yard maintenance were discussed.  The finance officer will send letters to owners regarding what is expected of them for upkeep.  If not met, the city will upkeep at $50 per hour with the owners being billed.

Property values for city owned properties were discussed.  Swartz and C. Kleinsasser will review the information for insurance purposes. 
The board reviewed delinquent utility bills, and the Finance Officer was instructed to issue final notices; and to have water disconnected if those accounts are not paid in full prior to the deadline date on the notice.

Miscellaneous items were reviewed by the board, with no official action deemed necessary.  There being no further business to conduct, the meeting was adjourned at 8:41 p.m. on a motion by Swartz, second by C. Kleinsasser. The next regular monthly meeting will be on May 1, 2023 at 6:30 p.m. at city hall.
